day! Siena is in the heart of Tuscany and its city centre has been
designated a UNESCO world heritage site.

- Day4 Discover the hidden gems in the ancient Etruscan
and Roman towns of Bevagna, Spello, and Montefalco.

- Day5 The highlight of day five will be the afternoon
cooking class and dinner, with Italian music provided by a
popular local band.

- Day 6 Spend the day Orvieto or Perugia
